Jennifer’s Report on the Library

The Library now has a new coordinator.  It is not possible to have a display of the books that we are giving right now, but it may be possible later in the year.

On Monday 21st June 10.30 am as many of us as possible will meet at the library with a photographer (John Aron), to publicly hand over the books.  We are giving: “Transition Handbook”, “Transition Timeline” and “Local Food”.  We will encourage the Library to procure a collection of related books and DVDs.   Rose To write text to go with the photograph for Newspapers.

Brochures. It was decided to order more of the cheaper brochures from Vale as we have many events in the next month.  We also need some posh coloured ones to impress at the get together next weekend.

Notice Board.  Rose suggested we make and donate a good quality notice board to put up in the passageway outside HSBC with Transition Town Horncastle as a heading.  It will tell people we are here to help the community.  Insulation board was suggested with a coat of waterproof paint in a wooden frame.  Pauline to ask HSBC to whom the wall belongs.  Does anyone know anyone who might make this?

Community Centre Notice Board:  Rose was asked if each month she would print out dates for events happening during the month.

Community Gardens. Check whether Deano will talk to Fiona Martin about the land dotted around the Riverside and Gibson Green areas.  ELDC have allocated them for community gardens but we need to check on what is happening.  Deano may be happy to advise if they are low maintenance ie. fruit bushes or trees.  HTT to work together with the Greening Horncastle Group.  Suggestion of a willow structure for the Playground near Tescos.

A visit was proposed to see round Louth Community Gardens.  Maybe to float this round the Permaculture Group too.

Green Streets Report by Jenny:
Rather frustrated at present due to Planning Permission holdups.  Solar Panel quotes are very slow in coming through and she is waiting for figures to come through for the domestic group.

However there are loads of events happening.

Market Stall on June 27th.  We should have 2 tables on Bridge Street.  Patricia from ELDC will cover one table with “Energy Saving”.

Helpers: Jennifer, Jenny, Polly, Tim.  Pete to be asked.  Need to be setting up by 9am.  Ideas of any small things to sell.  Rose to email round asking for donations of pots of seedlings.  Any other ideas?

Alison suggested she might print T.Shirts saying “I Support Horncastle Transition Town” with the leaf logo if she has time.  Alison and Ken to lend their “Church Cups” which can be wheel barrowed to Gable Cottage to be washed up.

Green Streets Album.  Jenny and Jennifer are going to Leicester Tuesday 22nd June to promote what they have done so far to British Gas.  As it is in the lunch hour, rather than take a large display, Jenny thought  a creatively presented scrap book would be neat, easy and user friendly.  It will also be helpful at other events and can be added to as the year progresses.  Jennifer to generate text.  Jenny to identify which photos to use.  Rose to take them off the website and put on CD.  Pauline to print and mount.

Transition Training. Maisie and Eddie are looking into this and will report at the next meeting.

“Horncastle Now” Summer Holiday Workshops.  One will be an “Eco Workshop”- August 5th.  We need helpers and ideas.  A possible Walk in a Wild Life Trust Garden.  10 – 12am.  1 – 10 years age group.  Rose to email Gill Coombes (who is visiting as part of her round Britain Pilgrimage) to ask whether she will help facilitate children in the morning.  Then we could have picnic in the Yurt which should be up in Rose’s garden before the afternoon workshop.

Lincolnshire Show.  23rd and 24th June.  We join in with Lincoln T.T’s display but we need to do a Green Streets Display.  Need – Display equipment, Leaflets and Album.  Rose to go on 23rd and Jennifer on 24th.

British Gas Leicester Volunteers.  Are there any opportunities we can offer them?  Yurt moving?  Digging Community Gardens?  Talking on a stall?

Feed in Tariff for the Community Buildings benefited by Green Streets.

Between the three buildings about £6,000 will be generated per year.  Do we let them have this for themselves,  give it to the District Council for grants, keep some/all of it for Transition Horncastle, or do we try to establish some way of making sure this money is spent “Greenly”?  Some kind of Green Fund?  Charitable Trust?  This will need to be administered and we need legal input.  Perhaps Methodist Church would agree to sent money to Christian Aid for Climate Change Alleviation and the Children’s Centre money go to Children’s Services in Horncastle.

It was agreed that this should be discussed at the next meeting which should be held earlier so that we have policy in place before planning permission starts the process rolling. Jenny to write up about Feed in Tarrifs for the next meeting.

June 19th Horncastle College  ELDC meeting with other Transition Towns.  Great chance to network and get ideas and tips.  We need to have a display.  Rose and Ali  to set up at 1am and take it down afterwards.
