Matters Arising

Permaculture Group: Deano said 12 people are interested, this is too many to meet at Laura’s. The 1st meeting will be used to decide on the structure of the course. Deano will then put details on our website. Jennifer offered to host the 1st meeting.

Library: Deano has not yet been able to talk to the library staff about Transition related books.  It was agreed we should put a display in the library about TTH. Jennifer to do this.

Other Displays: The Community Centre has given us use of a notice board for Green Streets & TTH. 

Ali & Maisie will design a layout. Rose will print items from the website for the board. Jennifer will put up any items. She goes to the Community Centre every other Monday.

Tree planting: 12 adults & 4 children helped Deano plant 400 trees.

Time sheets: Eddie reminded us to fill in our volunteer hours.

Review “In Transition” event

There was very positive feedback both from people we spoke to at the event and afterwards and from the questionnaires. People liked the message of the film that we could do something and the practical examples. Unfortunately no one remembered to bring a camera so no photos. We need to make sure to have more than one camera at future events.

The questionnaire showed that the majority of people attending heard of the event from friends or family. 

Over 40 people attended. The raffle made £53 and the donations bucket £52, our thanks to Ali, Margaret and Edie, also to all who donated prizes. Thanks also to Deano for the introduction which helped create the friendly atmosphere, to Geoff for his Climate Change display and to all the donors of the delicious cakes and biscuits.

It was agreed we need to train more speakers and this will be discussed at the strategy meeting on 15 March.

Next Event, 26 March.

Jenny said the only response from Warner on the licence fee for “11th Hour” was an email to say we may not show it without their permission. It was agreed if we still had no figure for the licence fee by Friday 5 March or the fee was too high we would we show a different film on 26 March. The agreed 1st choice was “Power of Community”. Jennifer to research the licence required for this.  The event sub group would arrange to meet once the film was decided.

Green Streets Update

There is to be a joint meeting on 3 March with Streets Ahead at the Methodist Church. Our Green Streets project manager Craig & Jenny will talk about the project particularly the work at the Methodist Church. Earlier in the day Craig and another assessor will be looking at the community buildings where it is planned to have solar panels and start on the home assessments. Nicky from the Target paper will be present.

Jenny requested materials for stuffing draught excluders which the Green Streets group children & parents are making. Rose will put the request on the TTH website.

On 1 April we will share a market stall with ELDC (Patricia Sumner) the focus will be on renewable energy and the start of the feed in tariff. It would be good if the TTH leaflets were ready in time for this.

Ali suggested a family event with yoga for children as a fund raiser. To be discussed at next meeting.

Jenny is meeting with Karen Parson (Streets Ahead) to plan children’s workshops to be held during the Easter & Summer holidays. These will be for 0-5 and 5-10 age groups. Any ideas for activities with a sustainable living theme welcomed, also volunteers to help.

Newspapers

Ali said she is struggling for ideas at the moment. She will write about the “In Transition” showing for next week. Deano suggested an interview with one of the core group members for another article.

Rose had met Nicky from the Target. Nicky said that in future they will be including more Horncastle news in the Target. John volunteered to write articles for the Target. It was agreed a communications sub group was needed. Rose, John, Ali and Maggie volunteered.

Any Other Business

Funding Sub Group, it was agreed that this should be set up after strategy meeting.

TTH library, Deano suggested that if donated books & DVDs could be retained at the Horncastle Library this would be the best arrangement. Jennifer to query with library staff.

Talks, Deano is giving a presentation to the Civic Society on 4 March and to the Horncastle Area Committee on 19 April. He has also been asked by Gemma Levi to talk to ELDC about possible uses of spaces in the area that they are responsible for.

Maisie suggested holding a clothes swap party and setting up an awards scheme for local businesses. It was agreed to discuss both at the next meeting.

Rose raised the issue of the proposed intensive dairy farm for 8,100 cattle at Nocton and said she would email the group with details of the planning application for those who wished to object.
