Family Chill Out Day: Alison and Jenny will have another subcommittee meeting.  The Birthday Lunch will start at 12.30 pm, bring food and drink to share.
Transition Training: There will be a weekend of Transition Town training held on the weekend of 16/17 October at The Healthy Hub in Lincoln.  Cost £50 (this has been subsidized by LCC). Jennifer, Jenny, Polly, Eddie and Maisie hope to attend.  Rose will let Kate Bell know. 
Community Centre Notice Board:  Jenny has put the events up for August.

Community Gardens: Ownership of the plots suggested was discussed.  Gibson Green is owned by The Town Council, Thunkers Drain ownership is still being investigated. Green Streets volunteers from Leicester will plant some of the trees. Deano suggested doing the planning this year and planting next year.
Celebration of first year of Millennium Wood on 30 October (tbc):  The Woodland Trust will donate £100 to organise an event around this first birthday and Transition Horncastle have been asked to undertake this.  The Rotary Club planted the trees and will also be involved in the celebration.  Anne Wayne has offered to make two Tipi’s for this, so a Native American Indian theme was suggested.  The land is over the bridge by the swimming pool and on the right of the river .  Rose, Wendy, Alison and Polly to be on the subcommittee.
New Notice Boards:  These have now been purchased.
Skills Sharing Event:  This will be held at The Community Centre from 9 am to 3 pm on Saturday 2 October.  The subcommittee will meet to discuss more.  Polly will be reminded about the receipe booklet.  Rules on jars/bottles/lids for jam/chutney/bottled fruit have now been received from ELDC and LOGO.

Produce Stall on Horncastle Market:  A stall has been booked for Saturday 28 August on Horncastle Market.  The market is having an area set aside outside Perkins for local produce and crafts on all Saturdays in August.  Wendy and Rose are organizing this.  An email will be sent out to all the lists asking for produce (suppliers will make money from this with a percentage going to HTT).  It will also be used to promote Horncastle Transition Town.  Alison offered to make a banner with Horncastle Transition Town on it and some printed jam pot covers.

Plastic Isn’t Nice:  John has started a blog/website http://plasticisntnice.blogspot.com/ which was complimented by all those at the meeting.  There is a film and a short clip about plastic which is worth looking at and all will be put on the TT website.  There was discussion on how Horncastle could be made aware of the problem of plastic bags.  Those at the meeting were already involved with too many commitments to HTT to start a large project like this and it is hoped someone else would like to take this on.  However, it was decided to make a start by making cloth bags.  There are some expert makers in the group and a “Bag Party” was suggested for late autumn early winter time (Alison, Cheryle, Wendy, Jennifer, Rose, Maisie?).  Sourcing material could be a problem.  Eddie will enquire at “Seagull” and “Freeycycle”.  Alison has some end of rolls that could be used. An email will be sent out to all lists asking for donations.

Funds:  Transition Town Horncastle = £571.58; Green Streets = £122.25; Funds raised for Mali = £66.30; Family Deposits for Green Streets = £200.
