Matters Arising

Family Chill Out Day& Birthday Lunch: This was well attended with 60 people attending the workshops which included yoga, Brazilian dance, music & movement and craft activities. More Transition Town Members joined the participants at lunch time for a bring and share meal to celebrate Transition Town Horncastle’s 1st birthday. £270 was raised towards for the Green Babies project and the Green Babies fundraising for Christian Aid renewable energy projects in Mali. Thank you to all who helped run workshops, organize the event and make the amazing birthday cake.
Transition Training: There will be a weekend of Transition Town training held on the weekend of 16/17 October at The Healthy Hub in Lincoln.  Cost £50 (this has been subsidized by LCC). Jenniferand Polly plan to attend.  Rose will let Kate Bell know. 
Community Gardens: No action is planned until the autumn.
Celebration of first year of Millennium Wood on 30 October (tbc):  We are waiting for confirmation of a grant from the Woodland Trust.  Rose, Wendy, Alison and Polly to be on the subcommittee. Polly offered to organize a movement & music session with Ruth  for the event.
Skills Sharing Event:  This will be held at The Community Centre from 9 am to 3 pm on Saturday 2 October.  The subcommittee are arranging  for the following skills to be shared: plastic bottle green house construction, LOGO – fruit & vegetable growing, making preserves, herbal preparations, natural cleaning products & bread, knitting, quilting & crotchet. There will be a raffle and refreshments. The subcommittee will meet again before the event..  
Produce Stall on Horncastle Market:  The stall created considerable interest and most of the produce was sold. In addition it provided a good opportunity to talk to people about Transition Towns. It was agreed we should do this again next summer.

Plastic Isn’t Nice:  It was agreed the group need to research how other communities have tackled becoming plastic bag free and create a plan for Horncastle before taking action on this. A date for a bag  party to make cloth bags to be discussed at the next meeting. 
CRB clearances:  Everyone who wanted to get a clearance attended the VAEL session except Wendy.
Grants:   Fund raising/grant applications to be discussed at the next meeting.

Fund Raising:  Confusion has been caused by newspaper reports which imply TTH is fundraising for Christian Aid projects in Mali. In fact this fund raising is being done by families taking part in the Green Babies project. Most of these families are not TTH members. TTH aims are to address the issues raised by climate change and peak oil by working with local groups to create a local action plan. It was  agreed we need to ensure future newspaper reports reflect this.
